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Grand Reopening
More than two years after a fire destroyed its South Hall, an upgraded Eastern Market opens its doors with a ribbon cutting at 
10:30 a.m. today. The $22 million project is the facility’s most significant renovation, and its first since the 1970s,
but visitors will see little change because efforts were made to preserve its historic integrity.
The cause of the fire remains undetermined.

All 14 vendors will return to their 
original locations, but they will 
find the interior walls painted in a 
dark salmon pink, which was the  
color when it was built in 1873.
Other changes include:
Skylights had been covered, and 
glass may or may not have been 
installed. Now they will provide 
most of the light on bright days.
New support trusses. Alternating 
trusses are new; the old ones 
were kept to help maintain the 
historic design. 
Handcrafted windows are 
historic replicas. The circular 
lights are mechanized to tilt 
when the temperature and 
humidity reach a certain level.

The area has been converted to 
facilitate employee services with 
a changing area and catering 
kitchen. Handicapped-accessible 
restrooms are located here for 
the public.
