If you are a fan of enjoying someone
else’s misery, the Notre Dame-Purdue
game is drop-everything-and-watch
television. The good news is Notre
Dame scored its first two offensive
touchdowns of the season last week.
The bad news is that the Michigan
State game offered the Fighting Irish
its best chance for a victory during
this brutal opening eight-game

stretch. Is Charlie
— Weis still denying
this is a rebuilding
year? Look at the statistics.

Notre Dame is ranked 100th or
worse nationally in nine categories.
The Fighting Irish are last in rushing
offense, total offense and sacks
allowed. Purdue quarterback Curtis
Painter has played like the Big Ten’s
best quarterback, leading an offense
that ranks seventh in scoring offense.
Another Big Ten team on the rise,
Illinois, is worth checking out as well
(if you have a dish). Illinois won a
conference opener last week for the
first time since 1993. Rashard
Mendenhall ran for a career-high 214
yards and scored two touchdowns in
the victory over Indiana. Quarterback
Juice Williams, who also is a capable
runnet, is another focal point for Penn
State’s defense. The Nittany Lions
rank sixth nationally in rushing
defense, but Michigan’s Mike Hart ran
for 153 yards last week.

The Pacific-10 is the only conference
with three teams ranked among the
top 11 of the Associated Press poll.
Two, Oregon and California, will meet
in a must-see matchup of two
explosive offenses. The Golden Bears
have scored at least 34 points in four
victories. The Ducks scored the last
55 points in last week’s victory against
Stanford. Cal has its Heisman hopeful
in wide receiver DeSean Jackson.
Oregon has its own in quarterback
Dennis Dixon, who threw for 367
yards and four touchdowns last week.
Dixon has 11 touchdowns and no
interceptions. Don’t sleep through the
Michigan State-Wisconsin game,
which is an unlikely Big Ten feature
matchup. The Spartans have won
three of their last 16 Big Ten games,
but under first-year coach Mark
Dantonio, they are averaging 200
rushing yards per game and could
pose a threat to a Wisconsin team that
has struggled to win convincingly this
season. The Badgers have lost only
one of their past 22 home games —a
20-10 loss to Iowa in 2005 — so
Wisconsin remains the clear favorite.
Clemson is off to its best start in seven
years, but recent Clemson-Georgia
Tech matchups typically have been
close.
