Indian and U.S. authorities allege that Mir played a key 
role the Mumbai attacks. �e Pakistani 
government says it does not support or 
condone Lashkar and has cracked 
down on it since the Mumbai 
attacks.

Pakistani militant group founded by Hafiz Saeed and Abdallah Azzam 

and supported by Pakistani security forces as a proxy army against 
India in the fight against India over the Kashmir region. Pakistan says 

it has cracked down on Lashkar in recent years.
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In the 1990s and early 2000s, Pakistani military and 
intelligence helped fund, train and arm Lashkar, according 
to court cases and investigators. Pakistani o�cials say they 

have worked hard to put an end to that support
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
